Tanusea Veloth Dunmer Pilgrim Only in Tel Fyr after a Temple quest. Has
Corprus.

Delyna Mandas Dunmer Agent Trainer. Kidnapped by Fyr, but he seems to
have forgotten about her. Part of a Redoran
quest.

Conversations

Conversation 1: Divayth Fyr & Alfe Fyr

Conversation 5: Uupse Fyr & Yagrum Bagarn

Uupse Fyr: Come Yagrum, it’s time for your daily examination.

Yagrum Bagarn: Why must you patronize me, Uupse? Nothing has changed, and this always makes me
feel like a child.

Uupse Fyr: Now stop that Yagrum. You’re not a child, but a patient, and it’s my duty to look after you.
